Lifting and moving the TV
Please note the following advice to prevent the 
TV from being scratched or damaged and for safe 
transportation regardless of its type and size.

•• It is recommended to move the TV in the box or 
packing material that the TV originally came in.

•• Before moving or lifting the TV, disconnect the 
power cord and all cables.

•• When holding the TV, the screen should face away 
from you to avoid damage.

•• Hold the top and bottom of the TV frame firmly. 
Make sure not to hold the transparent part, 
speaker, or speaker grill area.

•• When transporting a large TV, there should be at 
least 2 people.

•• When transporting the TV, do not expose the TV 
to jolts or excessive vibration.

•• When transporting the TV, keep the TV upright, 
never turn the TV on its side or tilt towards the 
left or right.

•• Do not apply excessive pressure to cause flexing 
/ bending of frame chassis as it may damage the 
screen.

•• When handling the TV, be careful not to damage 
the protruding buttons.

•• Avoid touching the screen at all times, as 
this may result in damage to the screen.

•• Do not move the TV by holding the cable 
holders, as the cable holders may break, 
and injuries and damage to the TV may 
occur.

•• When attaching the stand to the TV 
set, place the screen facing down on a 
cushioned table or flat surface to protect 
the screen from scratches. (Depending on

Mounting on a Table

2	Connect the power cord to a wall outlet.

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Abnormal display

millions of pixels. You may see tiny black dots 
and/or brightly coloured dots (red, blue or green) 
at a size of 1 ppm on the panel. This does not 
indicate a malfunction and does not affect the 
performance and reliability of the product. This 
phenomenon also occurs in third-party products 
and is not subject to exchange or refund.

•• You may find different brightness and colour 
of the panel depending on your viewing 
position(left/right/top/down).
